What is Prostate Cancer?

The prostate is part of the male reproductive sysem,
located below the blodder and just in front of the rectum.

It is @ walnutsize gland that manulactures fluid for semen.

Prostate cancer is a disease that affects the cells in the
prosiate. If cells divide in an abnormal way, they can
form o tumer. Cancerous prostate fumors can block the
flow of urine and, left unirealed, can spread fo other
parts of the body.

Prostate cancer is the most common invosive concer in
men. Every year over 230,000 men are diagnosed

with the disease in the United Stafes, and about 30,000
will die. In Texas clone, over 13,500 men are diagnosed

every year. f defected early, prostole cancer is
ofien curable.

The majerity of newly diagnosed prostale cancers are
localized. (in other words, the fumor growth has not
spread beyond the prostate gland).
